Working closely with the Diabetes Nurse Educator, the Dietitian is responsible for the development, implementation 
and promotion of the Community Diabetes Education Program in the City of Ottawa. The Dietitian provides group 
and individual education to adults with prediabetes or type 2 diabetes and supports starting clients on insulin as 
needed.  In addition, the dietitian collaborates with other CCHC teams where appropriate.  The program is offered at 
multiple locations across the City of Ottawa.

·  Completion of recognized Dietetic Internship. 
·  Possession of, or eligibility for, registration with College of Dietitians of Ontario. 
·  Minimum two years experience in diabetes education and management.
